“My Divine Heart is so passionately in love with humanity…” 

 
     In the 1670s, Our Lord appeared to Sister Margaret Mary Alacoque and told her of His desire 
to have His Sacred Heart honored with a symbol comprised of His heart; pierced by a lance, 
surrounded with a crown of thorns, and topped by a flame expressing his burning love for 
humankind.  He asked that this devotion to his Sacred Heart be a means to make reparations for 
our sins and the sins of others. He also instituted the First-Friday Devotion whereby a soul must 
attend Mass, receive Holy Communion, and go to Confession on nine consecutive first Fridays. 
The Church has since established a Holy Day (June 7th in 2024) and dedicated the entire month 
of June to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.    
 
     Catholics in the Lowcountry are working to renew devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  
Good friends of Catholic Radio in South Carolina, Patricia and Bob Bascom are raising money to 
install billboards in June dedicated to the Sacred Heart. Carolina Catholic Professionals has 
purchased books for parishes in Charleston on the Nine First Friday Devotion. The Mediatrix 
App has an on-demand recording of the Chaplet to the Sacred Heart and a discussion of the 
devotion by the pastor of Sacred Heart Church, Father Renaud West.  Throughout the month, 
Carolina Catholic Professionals will share emails on the Sacred Heart and post information on its 
website: carolinacatholicprofessionals.com.

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New bishop named for South Carolina diocese
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Pope Benedict XVI named Robert E. Guglielmone, 63, to be the new 
bishop of the diocese of Charelston, S.C. The diocese has been without a 
bishop since Bishop Robert Baker moved to the diocese of Birmingham, 
Ala., in October 2007.

Guglielmone, who was ordained a priest in 1978, has spent most of his 
ministry in New York, where he was most recently the rector at St. Agnes 
Cathedral in Rockville Centre, N.Y.

As the 13th bishop in the diocese, Guglielmone will shepherd nearly 
200,000 Catholics, which make up about 4 percent of the state’s popula-
tion. He will be installed as bishop March 25 at the Cathedral of St. John 
the Baptist in Charleston. 
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On January 22, the U.S. com-
memorated the anniversary of 
the Roe v. Wade Supreme Court 
decision, which legalized abortion 
in our country. One third of our 
generation has been murdered by 
abortion since 1973; that’s over 47 
million babies in America alone. 

The battle for the unborn is truly 
our generation’s civil rights move-
ment. Jesus is calling us to take 
up this cross in the 21st century 
and turn our society right-side-up. 
Following are some practical ways 
to be effective warriors for Christ in

Practice chastity

The number one thing our genera-
tion can do for the pro-life move-
ment is stay chaste and save sex 
for marriage.

For standard cell phones or landlines: Just dial NEW NUMBER 1 (641) 793-8849 (Powered by 
Zeno Media®), and your phone becomes a personal Catholic Radio listening device. There are no 
“data” charges and there is no extra charge for this service but your normal call rates and limits do 
apply. Many plans have unlimited long distance or calling, so you can listen essentially for free. 
Check your calling plan to be sure.   

Once you download it to your phone, pad or tablet, “tap into” each portal, scroll through the listed items, and see what 
interests you.
